DEFENDANT COSTCO WHOLESALE CORPORATION'S 
MOTION TO COMPEL PLAINTIFFS' ANSWERS AND RESPONSES 

TO DEFENDANT'S DISCOVERY REQUESTS AND TO 
OVERRULE PLAINTIFFS' OBJECTIONS 

Defendant, Costco Wholesale Corporation, pursuant to Rules 1.280 and 1.380, Florida

• Interrogatory #I I-Brad Byrd's answer to this interrogatory, which was 
answered, instead, by his wife, Ann a Byrd. 

• Interrogatory # 12-Plaintiffs alleged damages, per categories listed. 

• Interrogatory #14-jurisdictions of Brad Byrd's civil suits. 

3. On January 22, 2026, Defendant attempted in good faith to obtain Plaintiffs' full 

responses to the subject discovery and resolve this issue with Plaintiff without Court 

intervention, to no avail. See Exhibit C. 

4. To date, Plaintiffs have not provided full discovery responses to Defendant and 

are maintaining their objections thereto. 

WHEREFORE, Defendant respectfully requests this Court enter an Order granting said 

motion and compelling Plaintiffs to provide full answers and responses to said discovery, as well 

as Defendant's attorneys' fees and costs associated with this Motion.
